Today, Bangert Island stands as a 160-acre park between the Katy Trail and the Missouri River, just south
of the Blanchette Bridge and southeast of the Streets of St. Charles. It is owned by the city of St. Charles
but managed by St. Charles County.

But the city believes the land could become so much more and has proposed a Bangert Island riverfront
transformation project, to be known as “Riverpointe.”

The concept is to develop a riverfront entertainment and retail district that would extend activities and uses
similar to those now enjoyed within the Streets of St. Charles.

This summer, first steps toward achieving that goal are getting underway.
